Our Organisation Grant Programme aims to support not-for-profit organisations and community groups working to enhance the lives of people living with a physical, sensory, or learning disability in Gloucestershire. Our charity is unable to fund organisations or groups whose primary aim is to help people with mental health conditions.

We have eligibility criteria against which we assess funding applications. We may make a value judgement about the nature of the request and the circumstances of each applicant, but we always strive to use our knowledge and experience to be fair and consistent.

Our practice is to limit grants to organisations and community groups up to a maximum of £5,000.00. On rare occasions, this sum may be increased at the trustees’ discretion if they believe a larger grant will benefit more people, or the need is exceptional.

Grant awards from our Organisation Grant Programme are intended to be one-off. Long-term or regular support is not available, but you can reapply for assistance after at least one year has lapsed.

To be eligible for an Organisation Grant Programme award, the applying organisation must

· be principally Gloucestershire-based
· be a charity or a not-for-profit organisation or community group
· have a turnover not exceeding £1 million
· have free reserves less than or equal to six months of operational costs
· provide a breakdown of costs relating to the grant and at least two quotations where applicable
· provide evidence of their financial status and assets (accounts)
· confirm they have up-to-date GDPR and safeguarding policies in place
· agree to our grant terms and conditions and use any grant awarded for the purpose intended
· not apply for a top-up grant to support a state-funded service
· not reapply for a grant within twelve months of receiving a grant from us
· be willing to be interviewed/visited by two of our trustees to discuss the application
· apply using the current application form as published on our website.

We understand that you will want a speedy decision on your grant application, which is why our grants panel meets monthly throughout the year. The deadline to apply is the 15th of each month. If you apply by this date, your application will usually be considered at the trustees' next grant meeting, held the following month.
